Carload volumes continue to track at record levels; another carload of slag has been
received; other customer volumes are at higher than historical levels

Columbia Basin Railroad received a significant earmark in the transportation
revenue bill which the Washington Legislature just passed: $21 million for a project
at the Port of Moses Lake; discussion followed concerning strategies for obtaining a
similar magnitude of funding for the Clark County Railroad

Continued discussion concerning transportation revenue bill and funding for the Freight
Rail Assistance Program, where the Clark County Railroad has recently received
funding for capital projects; discussion on future efforts to promote the railroad to
legislative contacts

Discussion following up on the work session with the BOCC on July 1% presentation
was well-received by BOCC,; other follow up items have not been made known to staff,
who will follow up with the BOCC to see if other questions need to be addressed

2015 capital construction projects are substantially complete, meaning only minor
“punch list” items remain to be resolved

concerning the railroad industrial employment zoning code (40.230.085, found at
http://www.codepublishing.com/wa/clarkcounty.html); board members discussed
sending a letter to the BOCC asking them to amend county code to include railroad
industrial zoning as well as light industrial zoning in rural industrial land banks; motion
for staff to prepare a draft letter and circulate it for RRAB approval made by Dick
Clairmont, seconded by Bill Ganley and approved unanimously; staff were also
directed to confer with the applicant’s counsel on this matter
