Proposed 179" Street Area Circulation Plan
Questions & Answers

What is it?
This circulation plan, if adopted, would change the County’s Arterial Atlas which
identifies the future road network.

Why is the County doing this?

1. To identify a basic road network capable of serving future urban growth in this area.
2. To provide a circulation plan as a prerequisite for releasing the Urban Holding
designation for those areas brought into the urban growth boundary in 2004.

3. To classify existing and future roadways consistent based on their intended use.

What do the road classification letters and numbers stand for?
Rm = Rural minor R = Rural major RA= Rural arterial

Nbr = Neighborhood circulator C = Collector M = Minor Arterial
Pr = Principal Arterial

The numbers (2 or 4) are the total number of travel lanes.
c = center turn lane or median b = bike lanes

What would change with this proposal?
If approved, the circulation plan would make the following changes to the road network:
