The meeting was called to order by Doug Lasher, Chair, at 1:35 p.m. with a quorum present.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

MOTION was made by, Greg Kimsey, seconded by Marc Boldt, and unanimously carried to approve the
Minutes of January 18, 2005.

APPROVAL OF COUNTY FINANCE REPORT

Jack Rasmusson presented an overview of the first-quarter, 2005, County Finance Report, which included
investment strategies, economic and market conditions, and a review of the portfolio as of March 31, 2005.
He stated the County’s investment objectives, which are safety of principal, liquidity, and return on
investment.

The GDP was expected to be at 3.5% for first quarter of 2005. Fourth quarter of 2004 was at 3.8%.
The final GDP numbers, based on the last 40 quarters, reflect the average GDP to be about 3.3125%.
Economists are expecting the quarter to be slightly above average. There is a continual drag on GDP
with higher oil pries and continual growth in both the trade and budget deficits.

The final Consumer Confidence number for December was 102.7 while the first quarter ending
number was 102.4. This was down slightly from the prior quarter when looking at this from a quarter-
to-quarter basis. The U.S. economy continued to add 477,000 jobs for the first quarter. While this was
less than expected, it is still signs that the economy is growing.

The unemployment rate dropped to 5.2% for the first quarter down from 5.4% from fourth quarter,
2004. The market is expecting the Fed to continue to raise rates at 25 basis points per meeting with the
possibility of a pause in the increases as soon as the end of June. Fed funds future contracts continue
to reflect a rate of 3.00% by mid-summer and 3.75% by the end of 2005.

The average pool balance for the year was down 2.6% for the year due to bond money in the pool
coming out for projects. The Pool balance averaged $409 million in the first quarter of 2005 compared
to an average of $420 million during the same period of 2004.

The interest rate projection for the first quarter of 2005 was an average rate of 1.77% while the actual
rate of the pool was 1.977%.

State Pool versus county pool: Overall since 1989, the benefit of being in the county pool versus the
state pool is $22.5 million. This is a function of longer average maturity in the County pool versus the
state pool, e.g. at the end of March, the state pool average maturity was 30 days compared to the
County pool, which had an average maturity of 228 days. Over the past 47 months, the County Pool
out performed the state pool by $18.4 million including the last six out of nine months in a rising
interest rate environment.



Investment Strategy

Continue to evaluate discount notes and place investments in them when their return is higher than the
projected Fed Fund Rate.

Continue to maintain a maturity rate of 7 to 8.5 months in the portfolio while continuing to look for
value in the six to nine-month sector (we have shortened to 7.6 months at the end of March and closer
to 7 months in April).

Continue to shift the portfolio from a barbell structure to a ladder structure to improve rates.

PFM REPORT

Jack Rasmusson presented an overview of the county’s investments for first quarter, 2005.

The economy was focused on monthly employment numbers to gauge the continual growth of the
economy in the first quarter. There was speculation that the Federal Reserve would increase rates
faster than anticipated due to inflationary concerns.
Clark County’s portfolio was $418 million at the end of March and continues to be well diversified,
providing ample liquidity to meet cash flow requirements.
During the first quarter of 2005, the Clark County portfolio total annualized return was 1.93%, which
was 37 basis points above the Merrill Lynch custom Treasury benchmark.
The interest rate curve continued to flatten. The spread between the two and ten-year Treasuries at the
end of March, 2004, was 226 basis points; currently it is only 70 basis points from between the two
and ten-year Treasuries at the end of March, 2005.
The Clark County portfolio composition changed from the fourth quarter of 2004 to the first quarter of
2005 by adding 4.8% in CD’s and 13.6% in bank deposit and money market accounts; decreasing
allocation in federal agency discount notes by 7.6%, federal agency notes by 1.2% and treasuries by
9.6%; Clark County’s portfolio current average maturity dropped from 8.6 months back to 7.6 months
at the end of first quarter, 2005. All changes are still within the PFM recommended levels.
PFM recommends:

o0 Continue to maintain an average maturity between 7 to 8.5 months

0 Add new purchase in the six to nine-month area

o Maintain current allocation to callable federal agencies of 15%.

OUTSTANDING DEBT REPORT

Lori Pearce presented the County Debt Status Report as of March 31, 2005. At the end of the first quarter,
the total outstanding debt of Clark County and the junior taxing districts totaled approximately $819
million compared to $816 million on December 31, 2005. The report reflects new issues for first quarter,
2005 and upcoming debt issues for the second quarter, 2005; line of credit history; registered warrants
history; Clark County Road, and a listing of outstanding debt as of March 31, 2005.

OTHER

John Payne discussed the Point of Sale System that is currently in the process of selecting a vendor.
Doug Lasher reported that the Treasurer’s web portal was in operation. The portal allows taxing
districts to sign on and find their financial reports online; the Point of Sale system is at the vendor
demonstration stage. The system links three data bases and will allow for Internet and credit card
payments; have received 11 vendor responses for CATS (Combined Assessor/Treasurer System).

There being no further business before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 2:25 p.m.

SECTION Il - EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report provides a retroactive review of the activities occurring during the second quarter, 2005, in
compliance with our Investment Policy and Standards adopted November 2002.

During the second quarter of 2005, the average maturity of the portfolio remained at approximately 7.6
months which was the average maturity for first quarter of 2005. The asset sector distribution of the
portfolio changed during the second quarter, with approximately 55.05% of the portfolio invested in
Federal Agencies, 28.75% invested in money markets, 15.78% invested in Certificates of Deposits and
42% invested in Treasury Securities. This is compared with the first quarter of 2005’s asset allocation of
55.64% of the portfolio invested in Federal Agencies, 39.08% invested in money markets, 4.75% invested
in Certificates of Deposits and .52% invested in Treasury Securities. At the end of June 2005, the total
book value of the portfolio was approximately $507.4 million.

Residual balances for first half of 2005 averaged $54 million monthly compared to a $54.8 million monthly
average during first half of 2004. Interest earnings distributed to the County’s General Fund during first
half of 2005 were $711,730 compared to $421,476 for same period of 2004. The increase is a result of
higher interests rates in 2005. The average interest rate of the Clark County Investment Pool for the first
half of 2005 was 2.368% compared to 1.596% in the first half of 2004. Interest earnings for 2005 were
higher than our projections by approximately $275,276.

County Pool balances averaged $459 million in the first half of 2005, compared to an average of $455
million during the same period of 2004. Interest earnings distributed to the County Pool participants for
first half of 2005 were $3.6 million compared to $5.6 million in first half of 2004. Clark County funds
made up 35.34% of the County Pool. Other major Pool participants include the Evergreen School District
at 27.37%, Vancouver School District at 12.87%, Battle Ground School District at 3.80%, Leichner
Landfill reserves at 3.10%, Camas School District at 2.68%, ESD 112 at 2.55% and all other districts at
12.30%.

The annualized quarterly total return for the County Pool came in at 4.18% compared to the custom
Treasury total return index of 3.36%. On a book value return basis, the County Pool rate yielded 3.11%,
compared to the custom Treasury Index’s book value return of 3.34%. The net asset value of the County
Pool ended the quarter at .99863. An unrealized gain of approximately $842,434 was distributed to the
Clark County Pool participants for the fair market value adjustment at the end of June. This is in
accordance with our investment policy, fair market value adjustments are made four times per year. The
next adjustment will occur at the end of August 2005.

Our current strategy is to maintain an “excess” liquidity level in the Key Bank account and invest it at
opportune times. The Key Bank account is tied to the Federal Funds rate plus five basis points and
increases its rate faster than the Washington LGIP. We are also investing in Certificate of Deposits when
their yields are higher than US Bank account. In order to maintain current market yield for the participants,
we are replacing lower performing securities with higher performing securities, while protecting the
principle of the participants. We are also looking to take advantage of market volatility by placing new
investments at opportune times; concentrating on new purchases in Federal Agencies to allow for greater
latitude in responding to changes in market conditions; and minimizing interest rate risk by targeting an
average maturity of 7.0 — 8.5 months.



SECTION 111 - 2005 YEAR-TO-DATE

INVESTMENT ACTIVITY:

During first half of 2005, County residual principal balances averaged $782,324 less than in 2004 on an
average monthly basis. Actual monthly 2005 average County residual balances exceeded projections by
approximately $9,850,846 for the year as denoted in the chart below.

Since June 2004, the Fed has raised interest rates nine times by 25 basis points each time. This action
brought the Fed funds from 45-year low of 1.00% to 3.25% by the end of June. Actual interest earnings
increased to $711,730 in first half of 2005 from $421,746 in first half of 2004. As shown below, total
interest earnings for the year are approximately $275,276 more than projected for 2005.

Shown below, County Pool principle balances averaged nearly $458 million for first half of 2005,
compared to $454 million during first half of 2004, approximately 1% higher.

The table below reflects County Pool earnings of approximately $5.6 million in first half of 2005,
compared to $3.6 million during the same period of 2004, resulting in increased earnings of approximately
55%. This is due to the raising interest rate environment that started in June of 2004 and has continued

through first half of 2005.

SECTION IV - QUARTERLY ACTIVITY

Figure One shows the major participants in the Clark County Investment Pool for the second quarter of
2005. As of June 30, 2005, County funds made up 35.34% of the pool, Evergreen School District —
27.37%, Vancouver School District — 12.87%, and all other districts at 24.42%.

Figure Two illustrates month-end General Fund cash balances beginning with January 2004 through June
2005. For the first half of 2005, cash balances in the General Fund increased over the same period in 2004
by a monthly average of approximately $2.2 million.

GENERAL FUND CASH BALANCES
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Figure Three reflects the average principal balances being maintained within the Pool in 2005 compared to
2004. For the first half of 2005, the average monthly principle balance increased above the first half of
2004 levels by an average of $4.3 million.
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Figure Four reflects the actual monthly residual principle balances managed by the County for 2004 and
2005. For the current year, residual balances average $782 thousand per month lower than in 2004.
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Figure Five shows interest earnings distributed each month to the County’s General fund from 2004
through second quarter of 2005. During first half of 2005, interest earnings averaged $48,331 more per
month than during the same period in 2004. This is due to higher average fund balances in 2005 and an
increase in interest rates from 2004 to 2005. On an average monthly basis, $70,291 was allocated to the
General fund during the first half of 2004. For the first half of 2005, an average of $118,622 was
distributed to the General fund per month.

Figure Six shows the County Pool interest rates for 2004 through second quarter of 2005. The book value
of the County Pool’s gross interest rate at the end of June 2005 was 3.11%, compared to 1.38% on June 30,
2004.
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Figures 7 (a) and (b) compare performance on a book value return basis. The County Pool’s interest rate is
expressed as the net interest rate (the gross rate less the investment fee). The book value return of a
portfolio measures the yield based on the yield of the securities at the time the securities are purchased.
These performance benchmarks consist of a composite Treasury Index with an average maturity of nine
months and the Washington State Local Government Investment Pool (LGIP) with an average maturity of
approximately 30 days. The Clark County Investment Pool has an average maturity of approximately 7
months. The Treasury Index and the LGIP closely track current interest rates. At the end of the second
quarter, the County Pool’s net rate, on a book value return basis was 3.11%, the Treasury Index was 3.34%,
and the State Pool’s net rate was 3.04%.
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Figure Eight compares performance on a total return basis. Total return measures the market value
increase or decrease in the value of the portfolio over a given period of time and the interest earnings
associated with the securities. The customized total return index consists of two Merrill Lynch U.S.
Treasury Securities maturing from six months to one year. The annualized second quarter return of 2005
for the County Pool was 4.18% and the Treasury Index was 3.36%. Wide swings in return reflect the
volatility in the investment markets. In addition, the custom Treasury total return index typically out
performs the County Pool as the average maturity of the Pool falls below nine months.

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Figure Nine shows the market value of the Pool portfolio based on net asset value (NAV). As of June 30,
2005, the NAV was 1.00186. GASB Statement 31 requires that External Investment Pools report all
investments at fair market value, if the average maturity of the Pool exceeds 90 days. On June 30, 2005,
the Treasurer’s Office posted approximately $842 thousand in unrealized gains to the County Pool. The
next adjustment for fair market value will occur on August 31, 2005.
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Figure Ten is a breakdown by year reflecting the total unrealized gains/(losses) since 1998. Also depicted
in figure ten are the increases in county pool earnings due to being invested in longer term securities than
the State Pool. As of June 30, 2005 the County Portfolio has posted approximately $603 thousand in
aggregate unrealized losses on a fair market value basis. The County Pool earned approximately $17.4
million more than if it had just been invested in the State Pool. Annual unrealized gains/(losses) are the
direct result of fluctuating interest rates and longer term maturities.

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SECTION V - INVESTMENT STRATEGY

The following table shows the percentage distribution of the Clark County Pool maturity periods. As the
table indicates, during 2004 emphasis was placed on purchasing securities in the 0 - 2 year maturity sector
to target an average maturity of 7 - 8.5 months. During 2005 investments were purchased in the 0 - 3 year
sector to target an average maturity of 7 - 8.5 months.

During the third quarter of 2005, we plan to maintain a weighted average maturity of 7.0 to 8.5 months.
We will continue to monitor our investment strategy and remain proactive as economic conditions
fluctuate.

The second quarter 2005 report issued by Public Financial Management, Inc. (PFM) recommended the
following sector distributions to maintain the Clark County Investment Pool at a 7.0 to 8.5 month average
maturity.

During the second quarter of 2005, the percentage of Federal Agencies decreased by 3% and money market
sector increased by 3%.
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SECTION VI - ECONOMIC/MARKET CONDITIONS

The US economy added 542,000 jobs during the second quarter of 2005 pushing the unemployment rate
down to 5% in June. Oil prices ended the quarter at $56.50 per barrel, which was up 52% over the price
from June 2004. These high levels in oil prices continue to create concern over the increase of inflationary
pressures. Consumer confidence showed steady increases through out this quarter and ended at 106.2. The
Manufacturing index dipped during the quarter, but is still above 50 which shows the manufacturing
industry is continuing to grow.

While the economy data this quarter was mixed the economy overall continues to grow at a sustainable
rate. Long term inflation outlooks remain fairly flat and Alan Greenspan, Chairman of the Federal Reserve
Board, assured Congress during his semi-annual address that keeping the inflation rate low remains at the
top of his agenda. Therefore, additional increases in the short term interest rate will be needed in the
coming months. The Federal Reserve Board will continue its constant pace of raising short term rates with
the expectation that they will reach 4% by the end of the year.

On June 30, 2005 the 3-month T-bill yielded 3.12% compared to 2.77% on March 31, 2005. The vyield
curve continues to move up and flatten out.

This report
shows the book value, the par value, and the market value of the portfolio as of June 30, 2005.

Exhibit Three shows the liquidity of the entire portfolio. All percentages are consistent with the current
policy.

Exhibit Four reflects the percentage of securities purchased from each issuer relative to the entire
portfolio. On June 30th, the average maturity was approximately 7.0 months. All the percentages are
consistent with the current policy and PFM recommendations.

Exhibit Five shows all investment purchases and maturities from April 1, 2005 through June 30, 2005.
Exhibit Six shows the make up of the Clark County Investment Pool at the end of the second quarter of
2005. This exhibit is used to monitor compliance with the Investment Policy as far as the diversification of

securities held and related percentage of the total portfolio for each type of security. On June 30, 2005 the
average term of the Pool was approximately 7 months. All percentages are consistent with the current

policy.

Exhibit Seven shows the portfolio listings of the Clark County Investment Pool at the end of the first
quarter. This report contains the book value, the par value, and the market value as of June 30, 2005.

Exhibit Eight shows the liquidity of the Clark County Investment Pool. All percentages are consistent with
the current policy.

Investment Pool. All percentages are consistent with the current policy.
